Notices must deal with literary, educational, philosophic, or civic events in the Gloversville, Fulton County, or 
Mohawk Valley areas. 

Notices for informational political events such as debates and lectures may be posted. Notices for political 
candidates, parties, and issues will NOT be posted. 

Notices of religious services, private instructional courses, and commercial ventures or events will NOT be 
posted. 

If the bulletin board is crowded, the Library reserves the right to select notices for events with the widest 
appeal. 

All notices require approval by the Library Director before being posted. Notices posted without approval shall be 
removed. All notices must be left at the Library’s Information Desk for approval. 

Library staff will place and remove postings, as appropriate. Notices will not be returned after posting. 
 
Limited bulletin board space generally allows for only short-term notices. 
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
